The
theme for this forthcoming Holy year will be “Pilgrims of Hope”, thus bringing to the fore the journey of
life that we are all on and our need to be people of hope, a hope rooted in the person of Jesus Christ.

The Holy Year will begin on Christmas Eve when Pope Francis opens the Holy Door at St Peter’s in Rome.
